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Live Auction! New Fall Fundraiser  

The Junior League of Flint is proud to be hosting 
our first fundraising Live Auction  on Saturday, 

November 14 at the Sloan Museum. Proceeds 
from the event will benefit the Junior League of 
Flintôs community projects and the Sloan Mu-

seumôs educational programs.  This special event 
will include an art preview and auction hosted by 
AJ Ross Auctions, featuring oils, watercolors, 

lithographs, sports memorabilia and sculpture. 
Opening bids are up to 50% less than traditional 
gallery prices. In addition to the art provided by 

AJ Ross Auction, a live auction will be offered for 
donated items.  We are very excited that the 
money raised will enable the Junior League of 

Flint to make a difference in the lives of children 
and their families in our community.  Addition-
ally, with our partnership with the Sloan Mu-

seum, a portion of all proceeds will be earmarked 
for the museumôs educational programs to in-
clude free admission for low - income families, free 

or subsidized admission for student groups from 
regional schools with high at - risk populations and 

subsidized bussing for school groups to attend 
classes and exhibits.  

We are also incorporating a " Taste of Flint"  with 
local Flint dishes provided by  local restaurants 

from our up and coming downtown and sur-
rounding areas.  
Ticket prices will be $30 before October 16 and 

$35 after October 16 or at the door.  
We are seeking donations for our live auction, 
taste of Flint and local program sponsors.   If any-
